Sonata Circolare
for Horn and Piano

The writing of this piece combined two desires, firstly to write a piece for horn – my favourite solo instrument but one for which I have not previously written solo material. The intention was to make a challenging but playable piece showing the instrument off and hopefully adding to its repertoire. Secondly, this piece is an exploration of harmonic cycles, differently constructed cycles being used in each movement. An attempt has been made to achieve very tight integration between start materials and all the constructions that are built from them. 
The title echoes the cyclic nature of the writing as well as being a reference to the shape of the horn.
